and seek, or building a den. The bad 
weather, or the black outs did not stop 
our fun, we would take shelter at the 

bottom of the multi, play kissy catchy in 
the gloom of the garages under the car 
parks, or we would play on the landing. 
When I discovered my family were to be 
decanted into Downfield Court we had 
mixed feelings given the reputation the 
multis now had. But our experience of 
living in a multi was again a happy one. 
However, not all multi residents feel the 
same, some of us have memories we 
would much rather forget. It is because 
of this the Ardler Village Trust has 
decided to have two memory boxes at 
the Ardler Open Day on June 16th.    
In one box residents shall place the good 
memories they have of Ardler and in the 
other the bad memories. The good 
memories shall be preserved and shared 
with the community to remind us why 
we live in Ardler.  The bad memories 
will suffer a different fate; these shall be 
placed within the multi on the 24th June 
and shall be blown up at the demolition 
allowing our community to get rid of our 
bad memories and give Ardler Village a 
positive future for generations to come.
