affect the fertility of the eggs, or, as has 
happened in the past years they have been 
disturbed whilst nest building or sitting on 
the eggs. It must be pointed out that it 
Illegal to disturb any wild bird nesting or 
on eggs, especially Swans as they are a 
protected species and are also protected 
by the Crown.  Go along and visit our 
local pond and enjoy seeing the Cygnets 
for yourself, as they will grow very 
quickly into proud swans
